NJ Rainbow: The Early Years

The planning for New Jersey Rainbow
began in 1922, almost immediately after the
order was founded in McAlester, Oklahoma.
New Jersey’s first assembly, Newark #1 was
instituted on February 13, 1923. The first class
of initiates included 175 girls from all over the
state. Within the next few months, new
assemblies were opened including Kearny #2,
Roseville #3, Orange #4 and Mystic #5, which
met in Camden, with members from the original
initiates and more. Trenton Assembly #9 is the
New Jersey assembly that has remained open
the longest. Their charter notes they were also
formed in 1923.
